There are still other Rank requirements to complete before becoming eligible for promotion to the Able Rank.  While no one makes ‘Able’ Sea Scout by just attending a 1-week ‘Camp Able’ – you will be well on your way to knowing these advanced nautical skills.  

A packing list will be provided a month before camp.  You must supply your own tents and sleeping bags but all meals will be provided.  All scouts will be expected to share in cooking meals and other camp chores.  Every-other-day of ‘Camp Able’ is spent entirely out on-the-water sharpening these new skill sets in sailboats from 30-feet up to 40-feet. 

As with all BSA functions, those attending are expected to maintain certain standards of behavior regarding safety, consideration for property and for others, and refraining from profanity or the use of tobacco, alcohol or drugs.  No “flip-flop” shoes at any time.  Anyone who does not abide by these standards will be sent home from camp at their parent’s expense.
